	Sampling sheet data
	Explanatory notes / instructions

	Sampling contact
	Who we should contact if there are questions about the samples. Note that this may or may not be the person who actually did the field work – just the best person to contact

	Email or mobile 
	Email or mobile of the sampling contact. Note that this only needs to be filled in the first time you complete one of these sheets

	Approx. size mob
	The approximate number of adults and juveniles in the mob that was culled/sampled as observed from the helicopter etc.

	Number pigs culled
	The exact number of adult and juvenile pigs that were culled. 

	Sample barcode
	Do a double check that the bar code on the sample tube or bag agrees with the sampling data

	Culling method
	How were the pigs killed, for which we have supplied the three commonest methods. If you used a different method, write this down, and we will probably add this as an option in future versions of this form.

	Date sampling
	The date of the actual sampling, which generally should be the same day as the culling.

	Closest town and State
	The closet named town, even if it is some distance from the actual sampling

	Latitude/ longitude
	The readout from the GPS of the southing (latitude) and easting (longitude). Write this down exactly as it is given.

	Barcode ID or sticker
	It is best to use the prepared barcode sticker that corresponds to those placed on the specimen tubes and plastic bags, but in case a sticker has been lost, or will not stick, then write down its 2-letter + 7-digit ID.

	Sex
	Male (“M”) or female (“F”)

	Age class
	Adult (“A”) or juvenile (“J”), based on sexual maturity

	Number of molars
	Number of “back-teeth” fully erupted in mature pigs:
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	Notes / observations about the sampled pigs
	Any comments you want to make about the individual sampled pigs, or the process of sampling them

	Any other notes or comments
	Any comments or suggestions you want to make about the overall sampling or study
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
